“GenApp”

About this Specification
Software development is an emergent process.  This specification attempts to capture the system design in sufficient detail to gain customer approval and begin the development process.  It is not a final blueprint as issues will emerge during the implementation process.  These issues will be assessed for cost, schedule and technology impacts and managed into the product baseline as budget and schedule permit.
Concept of Operations 

User Perspective:  The user enters the GenApp URL into the web browser.  A login dialog is presented.  The user knows he is not a registered user so he selects register as a new user.  At the registration screen the new user identifies himself with a real name, username, password and email address.  The user enters the password and email twice to reduce typographical errors.  Upon successful registration the user is sent back to the login screen.
A registered user enters his user name and password at the login screen.  The user name is looked up in the database and the associated password is checked against the entered password.  When the passwords match, the user is validated and allowed access to the GenApp main web page.

The GenApp main page presents the main menu.  All top level menu selections are displayed in rollover buttons. A selected button presents a sub-page which intern can display either the main menu or a sub menu.  
System Perspective:  Upon successful user login, the system stores a session for the user with a validation variable.  If the validation variable is not set any access to any page in the GenApp web site will result in a redirection to the login page.  
Database connections are created when needed and cached for sequential calls to the database.  A system access user name and password will be used for the database.  Database errors shall be caught by the program and presented in the system log and to the end user.
The user shall be able to see the user name and role from the header of each web page.  Application version and system time shall be shown in the web page footer.  The system shall use a language file where abstracted text strings are used by the web page to present multi-lingual applications.
The application shall use a default configuration file and allow the developer to customize settings in a override file.
